WOMEN'S RIGHT TO VOTE

100th Anniversary
x1920-2020*

In August 2020, the United States
recognizes the 100th anniversary of
women’s right to vote. The passage of the
19th Amendment ended nearly 100 years
of protest by guaranteeing women the
right to vote:

“The right of citizens of the United States
to vote shall not be denied or abridge by the United
States or by any State on account of sex.”

However, the 19th Amendment did not grant all women
the right to vote. Women of color were mostly excluded
from the rights and protections of the 19th amendment. In
the Jim Crow South, both African American women and
men were prevented from voting due to the passage of
racist laws that targeted people of color. In addition,
other women of color such as Native American

and Asian American women, were prevented

from voting as they were denied the right to

citizenship. These injustices were not

addressed until 1965 with the passage of

the Voting Rights Act.

377 challenges to library, school, and university
materials and services in 2019. Overall, 566

books were targeted. Here are the “Top 10 Most
